At the midpoint of the marking period,
parents will receive a contact from the Honeywell notification system (via e-mail, phone,
text message) reminding them to log on to review midpoint grade averages. At the end of
each marking period, another Honeywell message will forward a message to inform
parents that report card grades are posted to the parent portal. At that time, families may
download a hard copy of the report card, if desired.

Provide parents reasonable access to staff. Specifically, staff will be available for consultation
with parents as follows:

--At all scheduled parent/teacher conference times, by appointment
--By phone (voice mail available)
--By written request for a phone or direct conference
